The Migrant Learners' Unit within the Ministry for Education, Sport, Youth, Research and Innovation is 

organising Language to Go! – an eight-session summer language course meant to support newcomer 

learners in Maltese and/or in English. These courses are being offered through the project Language 

Learning and Parental Support for Integration PLUS – LLAPSI+ (MT/2016/AMIF/4.01). Sessions lasting 90 

minutes each will be held twice/three times weekly for three/four consecutive weeks, starting from 18th 

July 2022 (date subject to change).  

This course is intended for newly arrived learners or those who still have difficulties in communicating in 

basic Maltese and/or English.

Applications will be accepted until Monday 20th June 2022 and will be processed on a first come first 

served basis.
